· It might be a film that depicts some aspect of the novel or some related topic; be sure if the topic isn’t directly about the novel that it relates directly to the story or to 911. Explain this link in the relfection.

· It might be a live-action or animated video of a folk tale based on the story.

· It might be a children’s book based on the novel.

· If you choose another project, clear it first.

· Whatever the project, be ready to discuss it and defend its relevance.
