ASSIGNMENT SHEET – WINTER’S BONE  by Daniel Woodrell

300 Total points possible

Students are expected to participate in all class activities, do all writing activities, and contribute to the discussions. 

Students will participate in all group activities in class (3 weeks)

25 points possible per week

Students will keep the two journals: Ree’s Journey; Noir

50 points possible

Students will conduct an interview with someone concerning the Ozarks or some aspect of the Ozarks.

Major project 

100 points possible

The major project could take several forms. 

· It might be an essay that answers a question posed about some aspect of the novel or some related topic that is discussed in the novel. If the subject is not the novel itself, it should be directly related to the novel. Use MLA format. The essay should be 2-3 pages long. Use a Works Cited page (i.e., if you have done any research or used other sources, list them). Avoid HUGE questions that require a good deal of time to research (e.g., What is the socio-economic toll of meth-making and meth use in Southwest Missouri?). Essential questions could be these or others of this scope: What is the history of noir in literature or film? (this one could also be a PowerPoint); Be the Author: given the evidence in the novel, what is Ree’s reaction to events and her future? (write the next chapter as nearly to the author’s style as possible) 

· The project might be a film that depicts a chapter or significant scene from the novel. 

· The film could be an in-depth interview with the author based on facts. Questions should include not only What? questions, but also How? And Why? Questions. 

· The film could be a live-action or animated folk tale complete with script. 

· Another idea is a trailer for the movie Haroun and the Sea of Stories. It must be representative of the action, characters, and tone of the novel. 

· Your project might be a children’s book based on the novel (written, illustrated, book form).

· Your focus could be on water pollution, multiculturalism/immigration, or any of the topics discussed. It should be linked thematically to the novel. 

· Confirm your alternate choice of project with Ms. White before you begin.

· Whatever the project, it should thoughtfully address aspects of the novel; it should have a question at its core.

·  No matter the project, always provide an MLA-formatted list of citations. 

· Every non-essay project should include a written reflection of the project explaining its connection to the novel as well as its creation.
