What goes in an INTRODUCTION?

· Thesis statement: the end of the introductory paragraph is the usual place for a thesis, although it can appear elsewhere depending on how you structure that paragraph.

· Main points mentioned, no details. Your main points might be the ones that are suggested, or you might choose to approach the relationship from a different 
· Generalities about the work that you will talk about, no details

· What will be discussed, no details
· DO NOT SAY “I’m going to talk about …”.
· Hook

· Solid sentence structure, effective words
What exactly is a thesis?
· A thesis is a statement of your essay in a nutshell that sets up exactly what you’re going to talk about in your essay.

· e.g., If your essay is about Dimmesdale and Chillingworth, and if you’re going to talk about the fact that they were friends on the face but adversaries behind the scenes, your thesis statement should state that fact and might be:

and you should then proceed to discuss and prove in the body of your essay how you came to that conclusion using evidence from the book.
What goes in the BODY?

· Logical Organization

· Support for each main idea: Discussion, quote or paraphrase

· Topic sentences that begin each paragraph
· Parenthetical documentation

· Key vocabulary words

· Transitions

· Complete  and well-thought-out ideas

What goes in the CONCLUSION?

· Do not simply repeat the introduction

· Mention each main point, and using the information you presented about it, tell how it ended

· In this essay, your well-considered opinion is okay here.
· No new information should be in the conclusion. Any new information should be above in the body with the rest of the details.
