Overview:

However, show off your knowledge of their proper use when it is helpful and natural for you to use in your essay. There is a wide range of devices at your disposal, so there should be plenty of evidence of devices in your writing.

· The essay and reflection will be typed, double-spaced, 1-inch margins, and MLA-formatted.

· The essay will be at least two complete pages and no more than three pages.

· The reflection should be one typewritten page.

· The essay and reflection should be written in first person.
